NDTA Annual Meeting

Minot Gun Club

July 22, 2007

President Bill Suda called the Annual meeting of the North Dakota Trapshooting Association to order at 8:30 AM.

President Suda thanked the Minot Gun Club for hosting the 2007 State Shoot and also thanked Dave Smith from 3rd St. Optical for his donation of the shooting glasses.

The minutes of the last Annual meeting were not available for reading. Chet Nelson moved that the reading of the minutes be dispensed with and it was seconded by Gerald Wendel, motion carried.

A brief treasurers report was given by Louis Kuster indicating that there was $7075.99 in the checking account and $9,333.40 in the Brokerage account, for a total of $16,409.39. The State Shoot expenses still had to be paid so this amount would probably be reduced by about $6,000.00. Jim Schumacher moved to approve the treasurer’s report, second by Perry Weiner, motion carried.

Chet Nelson gave a report on the Grants Gifts and Memorials fund, indicating that there was currently $287.00 in the fund. Chet also indicated that monies from the fund were incorporated in the State Association’s 2 existing monetary accounts.

ATA Delegate, Jeff Wagner congratulated Bob Ralston for being the new recipient of The Bill Fischer Sportsmanship trophy, and also thanked the Minot Gun Club for hosting another good State Shoot.

He went on to say that since the resignation of John Norris the ATA has not decided on a replacement for Executive Director. Jeff said that for now the search efforts were suspended as the Executive Committee felt that operations would proceed smoothly because of the competent staff people in place and that possibly there would not need to be an Executive Director because that role could be fulfilled by the Executive Committee.

Jeff said there was a proposed wording change for eligibility requirements to serve as ATA Delegate. Anyone who had been suspended by the ATA in the past would not be eligible even if they were reinstated.

He said there was also a proposal that the ATA establish a Sportsman’s Class where ATA membership would not be required in order to compete. 

The ATA has initiated a program to require NRA certification for shooting instructors; Jeff said that he had not supported that position.

He said there was some dissatisfaction with moving the Central Zone shoot to such an early date in June and he would like to know the wishes of the ND shooters. Chet Nelson moved that the State Association go on record as supporting a later date as in the past and to keep at least 3 locations. Mary Polkinghorne seconded the motion and the motion carried.

Jeff explained the State Team race that would be held at the Grand on August 6 consisting of 100 singles, 100 handicap, and 50 pair of Doubles targets and wanted anyone who could attend to let him know.

President Suda thanked Jeff for his Delegate’s report and proceeded to election of Directors. The positions up for election are 2 directors from the SW currently held by Chet Nelson and Marc Cunningham, 1 director from the NW currently held by Louis Kuster, 1 director from the NE currently held by Norris Olson, ATA Delegate currently held by Jeff Wagner, Alternate ATA Delegate currently held by Marc Cunningham, and 2nd Alternate Delegate currently held by Mike Kempel. He called on the Secretary to read the report of the nominations committee. The nominations committee placed the following names into nomination: Tom Polkinghorne from the NE, Blaine Duckart from the SW, Chet Nelson from the SW, Louis Kuster from the NW, Jeff Wagner for ATA Delegate, Louis Kuster for Alternate ATA Delegate, and Mike Kempel for 2nd Alternate Delegate.

President Suda asked for additional nominations from the floor. Mary Polkinghorne moved that nominations cease and that a unanimous ballot be cast for Tom Polkinghorne for the NE and Blaine Duckart for the SW, second by Perry Weiner, motion carried. Dennis Klipfel moved that a unanimous ballot be cast for Chet Nelson for the SW and Louis Kuster for the NW, second by Matt Monson, motion carried. Dennis Powell moved to cast a unanimous ballot for Jeff Wagner as ATA Delegate, second by Jim Shumacher, motion carried. Dennis Powell asked that ND support Jeff Wagner for Central Zone Vice President Gerald Wendel moved that the State Association go on record supporting Jeff’s advance in the ATA, second by Perry Weiner, motion carried. Dennis Klipfel moved that a unanimous ballot be cast for Louis Kuster for Alternate ATA Delegate, second by Marlin Egeland, motion carried. Jim Howard moved that a unanimous ballot be cast for Mike Kempel as 2nd Alternate ATA Delegate, second by Marv Hanson, motion carried.

President Suda asked if there was any Old Business. Rod Gilmore inquired if Dave Harmon was still maintaining the NDTA web site and urged the clubs to utilize the web site more.

Gerald Wendel thanked Chet Nelson for the Email reports he sends from Arizona in the winter concerning ND shooters, visitors, and scores.

President Suda asked for any new business. A request by the Capital City Gun Club to host the 2008 ND State Shoot was presented. Chet Nelson moved that the 2008 State Shoot be awarded to the Capital City Gun Club, second by Bob Reis, motion carried.

Curt Brickman thanked Marc Cunningham for his past service as Secretary/ Treasurer.

Dan Carlson moved to adjourn, second by Stan Petz, motion carried.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:10 AM
