NDTA Annual Meeting

Capital City Gun Club - July 27, 2008
President Bill Suda called the Annual meeting of the North Dakota Trapshooting Association to order at 8:30 AM in the clubhouse.

President Suda thanked the Capital City Gun Club for hosting an excellent State Shoot.

The minutes of the last Annual meeting were read. A motion to approve the minutes was made by Jeff Wagner and seconded by John Forbes. The motion carried.

Louis Kuster presented the treasurer’s report. The checking account balance is $6044.37, the savings account balance is $3500.00 and there is a CD with a value of $7124.98. The total of all accounts stands at $16,669.35.

A motion to approve the treasurer’s report was made by Chet Nelson and seconded by Duane Reister. The motion carried.

Chet Nelson gave a report on the Grants, Gifts, and Memorials fund. The fund balance is $520.00 with the monies incorporated in the association’s bank accounts.

President Suda called on Jeff Wagner to give the ATA delegates report. Jeff thanked the Capital City Gun club for hosting a good shoot and congratulated the Trophy winners for their good shooting. He reminded everyone that the ATA Central Zone telephonic shoot was next week and the three locations were Doniphan, Nebraska; St. Joe, Indiana; and The Pembina Triangle at Roland, Manitoba.

Jeff also reminded the membership that the Grand American will start in two weeks in Sparta, Illinois. He indicated that there was a move to change the Target year back to ending August 31 as opposed to the change made last year to move the target yearend to October 31. Louis Kuster commented that the October 31 ending worked better for North Dakota as it fits better with our shooting season. Daryl Howard and Chet Nelson also spoke in support of the target year ending October 31.

Jeff said the shooting has been down from the previous year especially in the more industrialized states. He also said that the Sportsman’s class that had been talked about last year is stalled and probably won’t go anywhere. He reported that a new search has been started for an Executive Director for the ATA.

President Suda then called on Louis Kuster to present the report of the Nominations committee. The nominations committee placed the following names into nomination for Directors: Dean Rohrich from the SE for a three year term, Bill Gauslow from the SE for a three year term, Bill Suda from the NE for a three year term, Greg Vaage from the NW for a three year term, and Don Krueger from the SE to finish the one year remaining for the vacant seat created by the resignation of Curt Brickman in April. The committee also placed into nomination Jeff Wagner for ATA Delegate, Louis Kuster for Alternate ATA Delegate, and Mike Kempel for 2nd Alternate ATA Delegate.

President Suda then called for nominations from the floor. There being no additional nominations Duane Reister moved that nominations cease and that the secretary cast a unanimous ballot for the candidates. Gerald Wendel seconded the motion and the motion carried.

President Suda extended congratulations to the newly elected Board members. He then called for Old buisiness, there being none he called for new business. Blaine Duckart recognized Chet Nelson for publishing his “Trapshooting in North Dakota” photo history book and thanked him for doing a great service for trapshooting in North Dakota.

There being no further new business President Suda inquired of the State Secretary if there were any letters of request for the 2009 ND State Shoot. A letter from the Minot Gun Club was read requesting the shoot and a letter from Adventure Shooting Sports of Fargo was read requesting the shoot. Gerald Wendel made a motion that the 2009 State Shoot be held at the Capital City Gun Club in Bismarck, second by Norman Howard. Gerald Gulke expressed concern that the volunteer help from the club might deteriorate if Bismarck was to host the State Shoot every year. Jeff Zwarych indicated that he would support the shoot being held in Minot. The question was called for and the motion failed. Blaine Duckart moved that the 2009 ND State Shoot be awarded to the Minot Gun Club, second by John Forbes and the motion carried.

President Suda announced that the Board Reorganization meeting would be held in the “Bullets and More” building right after the adjournment of the Annual Meeting.

Marlin Egeland moved to adjourn, second by Perry Weiner, motion carried and the meeting was adjourned at 9:08 AM.
