December 4, 2010 NDTA Fall Board Meeting 

President Jeff Zwarych called the NDTA Board of Directors meeting to order at 10:30 AM, in the MDU Office Building in Bismarck, ND. 

Those Board members present were Dick Johnsen, Bill Suda, Norman Howard, Greg Vaage, Don Krueger, Dean Rohrich, Blaine Dukart, Louis Kuster and Jeff Wagner who participated by conference call.  Board members absent were Bill Gauslow and Tom Polkinghorne.  Guests were John Secord and Jim Enlow. 
The minutes of the 2009 Fall Board meeting were read.  A motion to approve the minutes was made by Bill Suda and second by Blaine Dukart, motion carried. 

The minutes of the July 2010 Board Reorganization meeting were read.  A motion to approve the minutes was made by Dick Johnsen and second by Blaine Dukart, motion carried. 

The treasurer’s report was presented indicating a balance in the checking account of

$13859.06.  All NDTA monies are currently in this checking account.  Blaine Dukart made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report, second by Don Krueger, motion carried. 

Secretary presented a report on the NDTA All-State Teams. 

Bill Suda made a motion that the NDTA Board of Directors not to allow Cody Tangsrud to be included in the 2011 NDTA All-State Team due to Cody not being in good standing with the ATA.  Motion seconded by Dick Johnsen.  After considerable discussion, Jeff Zwarych called for a vote with all board members voting except Jeff Wagner, who abstained from voting, motion carried.  
Louis Kuster presented the Grants, Gifts and Memorials report indicating that there is a balance of $1016.00 in the fund.  Louis Kuster reported that currently the monies for Grants, Gifts and Memorials are being incorporated into the checking account. 

Jeff Wagner gave a brief ATA Delegates report.  Jeff explained the changes in the squad requirements and other items the ATA is looking at.
Bill Suda moved that the stipends for the Champions, Delegate and Secretary/Treasurer remain the same as 2010.  Louis Kuster second the motion, motion carried.  Those stipends are $250.00 for Singles Champion, $100.00 Runner up (if champion doesn’t attend) Special category champions each $200.00, ATA Delegate $500.00 and Secretary/Treasurer $400.00.  

Jeff Wagner left the NDTA meeting. 

The dates for the ND State Shoot were set as July 20, 21, 22, 23 & 24, 2011 in Minot ND.  The youth event will be held on Wednesday. 

Blaine Dukart made a motion that the trophy money for the ND State Shoot be $1850.00 provided by the host club, $5150.00 provided by the NDTA, $200.00 provided by the NDTA for the first place youth trophies and total added money for the ND State Shoot at $1000.00. Motion second by Norman Howard, motion carried. 

Bill Suda moved to have a silent auction at the ND State Shoot with Bill Gauslow as chairman due to the outstanding job Bill has displayed in organizing the silent auction.  Second by Don Krueger, motion carried.  
It was noted that no nominations have been received for the Hall of Fame/Hall of Honor. 
Blaine Dukart made a motion to waive the target penalty for classification for the 2011 ND State Shoot.  Second by Louis Kuster, motion carried. 

Louis Kuster made a motion that the class advancement remains the same for the 2011 ND State Shoot.  That is the high score in each class including ties will advance one class for the next days event. Class advance will apply to all Singles and Doubles events.  Seconded by Dick Johnsen, motion carried. 

Blaine Dukart moved that we have a 2 day Telephonic shoot at Grand Forks and Minot for the singles event.  Second by Dick Johnsen, motion carried. 
Greg Vaage moved that the NDTA contribute $210.00 per day for a total of $420.00 for the Telephonic Shoot.  Second by Louis Kuster, motion carried.  

Dick Johnsen moved that any shooter to be eligible for a ND high average or team award must be in good standing with the ATA at the end of the target year.  Second by Blaine Dukart, motion carried.  

There being no further business, Jeff Zwarych adjourned the meeting.
