December 8, 2007 NDTA Fall Board meeting

President Bill Suda called the NDTA Board of Directors meeting to order at 10:00 AM, in the MDU Office Building in Bismarck, ND.

Those Board members present were Bill Suda, Louis Kuster, Chet Nelson, Bob Ralston, Blaine Dukart, Jeff Wagner, Curt Brickman, Jeff Zwarych, Scott Phelps and Dave Molstre. Board members absent were Jim Schumacher and Tom Polkinghorne. Guests present were John Kennedy from Adventure Shooting Sports, Horace ND.

Minutes of the July 20th, 2007 Board meeting were read. Motion to approve as read by Scott Phelps, second by Dave Molstre, motion carried.

Minutes of the July 27th, 2007 Board meeting were read. Motion to approve as read by Jeff Zwarych, second by Bob Ralston, motion carried.

Louis Kuster gave the treasurers report. The balance in the checking account is $3900.31. There is $11,209.81 in transit via US Mail. The amount in transit consists of a reissued check from the ATA for $1765.00 (2007 ATA rebate) and $9444.81 in the form of a cashiers check from UBS Financial Services (formerly Piper Jaffery). This account has been closed due to the high cost of fees. Total of all monies is $15110.12.

Discussion followed on depositing all monies with Wells Fargo in a combination of accounts, checking, savings, and CD’s. Chet Nelson moved to approve treasurer’s report and depositing of all money in Wells Fargo Bank. Bob Ralston seconded, motion carried.

Louis Kuster, acting State Secretary, gave the secretary’s report and read the State Team members and high average winners. This is preliminary subject to verification of 3 ND Clubs and Special category.

Discussion followed on NDTA requirements for high average awards. Currently high average awardees must meet the target requirements for all 3 disciplines. The consensus was the requirements should remain as must meet the target requirements for all 3 disciplines.

The target report was given indicating there were 404,450 targets thrown in ND in the 2007 target year.

Motion to approve the Secretary’s report by Chet Nelson, second by Blaine Dukart, and motion carried.

The Grants, Gifts, and Memorials report was given by Chet Nelson, indicating there was approximately $400 in the fund with the monies being included in the regular NDTA accounts. Discussion followed on the guidelines of how monies can be donated and dedicated for a particular purpose. Discussion followed on whether the Grants, Gifts, and memorials report should still be included in the State Program. The consensus is to leave it in. A motion was made by Jeff Wagner to accept the Grants, Gifts, and memorials report, second by Scott Phelps. Motion carried.

Jeff Wagner then gave the Delegates report discussing ATA rule changes and the 2008 Grand American at Sparta. Jeff read a letter from the ATA in reference to the old Shooting Park of Fargo (Horace).

Old Business:

Discussion followed on the change of the Shooting Park to Adventure Shooting Sports. John Kennedy was introduced and gave an update about changes to Adventure Shooting Sports.

The location of the Dupont Doubles trophy was questioned. Jeff Zwarych said he had it and will get it updated.

New Business:

Chet Nelson made a motion that the Grand American Stipends for 2008 remain the same as 2007. Scott Phelps seconded and the motion carried. (Singles Champion $250, Runner-up $100 if Champion doesn’t attend. Lady, Vet, Sr. Vet, Jr, and Sub-Jr Champions $200. ATA delegate $500, and Sec/Treas salary $400.

Louis Kuster said he would not take the $400 Sec/Treas salary for 2007.

Discussion followed on what day the youth event should be held. A motion was made by Scott Phelps and seconded by Dave Molstre to move the youth shooting to the Singles Championship event on Saturday, motion carried.

The State Shoot Dates were set for July 24 – 27.

A motion was made by Jeff Zwarych to have the youth event the first 100 of the 200 Singles, second by Blaine Dukart, motion carried.

The trophy monies were left unchanged for 2008. That is $1850.00 from the Host Club and up to $5150.00 from the NDTA. In addition to the $1850 the host club will provide the 3rd place youth team trophies. (5 Jr and 5 Sub-Jr.)

Discussion followed of the penalty for ladies at the State Shoot. Chet Nelson moved to eliminate all penalty classification and penalty yardage for the 2008 State Shoot, second by Jeff Wagner, discussion followed, motion carried. It was noted that this would help solve the problem of having no Lady B shooters.

A motion was made to change Lady B to under 91, discussion followed and motion was withdrawn.

Scott Phelps moved and Bob Ralston seconded that added money for the 2008 State Shoot remain the same as 2007 at $1500, motion carried.

A motion was made by Scott Phelps and seconded by Bob Ralston that the NDTA again provide $250 for hors d’oeuvres for Saturday of the State Shoot, motion carried.

It was noted that a reminder should be included in the State program that now a male shooter must advance to 20 yards on reaching his 15th Birthday rather than his 16th Birthday as in the past.

A motion was made by Scott Phelps to make Curt Brickman the Registered agent for NDTA with the Secretary of States office. Second by Chet Nelson, motion carried.

A motion was made by Bob Ralston to approve funds up to $300 for trophies for the Telephonic shoot, second by Scott Phelps, motion carried.

Two candidates, Don Schillander and Jeff Zwarych, met the criteria for the Hall of Fame. Jeff Wagner moved to induct both candidates into the Hall of Fame, second by Scott Phelps, motion carried.

Two candidates, Norris Olson and Richard Johnsen, were considered for the Hall of Honor. Scott Phelps made a motion to induct Norris Olson into the Hall of Honor, second by Dave Molstre, motion carried. Chet Nelson moved to induct Richard Johnsen into the Hall of Honor, second by Blaine Dukart, motion carried.

Discussion followed on use of the Web Site and the possibility of a book similar to what South Dakota uses.

Dates for the 2008 shoots were set.

A motion was made by Dave Molstre to adjourn, second by Scott Phelps. Motion carried, meeting adjourned about 4:30 PM.
