TRAPSHOOTING ASSOCIATION 

December 3, 2011, NDTA Fall Board Meeting 

President Jeff Zwarych called the NDTA Board of Directors meeting to order at 10:22 AM, in the MDU Office Building in Bismarck, ND. 

Those Board members present were Dick Johnsen, Bill Suda, Norman Howard, Greg Vaage, Blaine Dukart, Louis Kuster, Michael Kempel and Dean Rohrich.  Jeff Wagner participated by conference call.  Board members absent were Tom Polkinghorne, and Donald Krueger.  Guests were Mark Erdmann, owner of The Shooting Park in Horace; Jesse Molstre, John Secord and Jim Enlow. 
The minutes of the 2011 Board Reorganizational meeting were read.  A motion to approve the minutes was made by Mike Kempel and second by Dick Johnsen, motion carried. 

The treasurer’s report was presented indicating a balance in the checking account of

$17,649.96.  All NDTA monies are currently in this checking account.  Bill Suda made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report, second by Blaine Dukart, motion carried. 

Secretary presented a report on the NDTA All-State Teams.  Mike Kempel made a motion to approve the NDTA All-State Teams, seconded by Blaine Dukart, motion carried. 

Dean Rohrich presented the Grants, Gifts and Memorials report indicating that there is a balance of $1, 541.00 in the fund.  Dean Rohrich reported that currently the monies for the Grants, Gifts and Memorials are being incorporated into the checking Account. 

Mike Kempel asked how the funds in the Memorial Fund are spent.  Louis Kuster stated if the funds are restricted we must use as requested.  If the funds are unrestricted, the board can use the funds for any purpose.  Currently, all restricted funds have been used as requested. 

Louis Kuster moved that the stipends for the Champions, Delegate and Secretary/Treasurer remain the same as 2011.  Dick Johnsen second the motion, motion carried.  Those stipends are $250.00 for Singles Champion, $100.00 Runner up (if champion doesn’t attend), Special category champions each $200.00, ATA Delegate $500.00 and Secretary/Treasurer $400.00. 
Greg Vaage, representing the Minot Gun Club, requested the following dates for the 2012 ND State Shoot to be held in Minot on July 18th, 19th, 20th, 21st and 22nd with the youth event being held on Wednesday, July 18th.   Louis Kuster moved to except July 18th thru the 22nd as the ND State Shoot dates, second by Blaine Dukart, motion carried. 

Louis Kuster will take over the duties of Hall of Fame/Hall of Honor replacing Chet Nelson who has done an excellent job while serving on the NDTA board.  
Jeff Zwarych reviewed the ND State Shoot Committee Assignments.  

The question was asked if we should look at having the same trophy package each year for the ND State Shoot, and Rough Rider Shoot.  It was noted that the host club is responsible for the trophies with the general consensus of not changing how we do trophies at this time. 

Mike Kempel made a motion that the trophy money for the ND State Shoot be $1900.00 provided by the host club, $5300.00 provided by the NDTA , $200.00 provided by the NDTA for first place youth trophies and total added money for the ND State Shoot at $1500.00.  Motion second by Louis Kuster, motion carried. 

Mike Kempel and Blaine Dukart offered to take over the duties of the Silent Auction held during the ND State Shoot from Bill Gauslow who did an outstanding job of running the program while serving on the NDTA board.  

Jeff Wagner entered the meeting @ 11:47 AM  by conference call and gave a brief ATA Delegates report.  Jeff stated that the ATA had another successful year.  Jeff also noted that membership is decreasing across the country.  Jeff stated that the ATA is updating their computer system and that each State can now have a site for the Central Zone if they so choose.  Jeff briefly discussed other items the ATA is looking at. 
Jeff Wagner left the meeting @ 12:39 PM. 

Discussion was held on whether the NDTA wanted to hold a State AIM Championship Shoot during the ND State Shoot.  Mike Kempel made a motion to have the AIM Championship coincide with the State Youth Shoot, second by Dick Johnsen, motion carried.  Blaine Dukart offered to be the coordinator for the AIM Program.  

Louis Kuster noted that the class advancement remains the same for the 2012 ND State Shoot.  This is the high score in each class including ties will advance one class for the next days event.  Class advance will apply to all Singles and Doubles events.
Mark Erdmann and Jesse Molstre gave an update on The Shooting Park and noted that they would like to hold a registered shoot for the 2012 shooting year.  
Louis Kuster noted that when a club is sold or under new management the trap machines need to be certified by an ATA Delegate before holding registered shoots. 

Dick Johnson made a motion to induct Jane Ann Dickson Graveline into the ND Trapshooting Hall of Fame, second by Mike Kempel, motion carried. 

Bill Suda made a motion to induct Dennis Bratlien to the Hall of Honor, second by Blaine Dukart, motion carried.  

Blaine Dukart moved that we have a 2 day Telephonic shoot at Grand Forks and Minot for the singles event with the NDTA to contribute $210.00 per day for a total of $420.00 for the Telephonic Shoot, seconded by Norman Howard, motion carried. 
Louis Kuster reviewed changes to the ATA Rule Book for the 2012 shooting year.

Mike Kempel made a motion to charge a $1.00 daily fee for the Big 50, second by Louis Kuster, motion carried. 

Louis Kuster will check the ND State Statute regarding Liability insurance for the NDTA board and report back to the board. 
Dick Johnsen noted that every Trap Club should have a sign regarding gun safety displayed on their grounds. 

There being no further business, Jeff Zwarych adjourned the meeting.
